The Coweeta Hydrologic Laboratory of the Southern Research Station is recruiting a Physical Science Information Specialist-GS-1301-09. The position will be advertised as a term two-year appointment. The position will be at the GS-9 level (salary range $49,765 to $64,697/yr plus standard Federal benefits). The duty station will be located at the Coweeta Hydrologic Laboratory in Otto, NC.  The Coweeta Hydrologic Laboratory has been in continuous operation since 1934 and the research program spans the continuum of basic to applied science. Coweeta is a Long-Term Ecological Research Site and works cooperatively with several universities, National Forests, and local, state, and other federal agencies. 

The incumbent will participate in a team-oriented project focused on linking water supply from state and private forests to drinking water intakes in the southeastern United States.
